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Remembering Dean L. Carrier, 30 Dec. 1920 — 13 Apr. 2009

Dean had two loves in his life, sying
and Betty Jean Smith (Carrier).

He and Betty met in the early 40’s

in Bakerseeld, and by 1941 were
engaged; however, this was war time
and Dean wanted to y. When he
enlisted in the Army Air Corps in

1941, she broke off their engagement.

Dean trained initially as a crewchief on

B-24s, but then went to England on the
Queen Maryto take care of B-17s. He At one point he started building his

eew as +ight engineer and top gunner
on 21 combat missions over Europe.
He would have sown more but was
assigned to the squadron commander
who only sew one in four missions.

Dean left the Air Force in 1945, got
his A&E at Glendale, CA, and learned
to ¢y as a pilot under the Gl Bill in
Bakerseeld. He took a crop dusting job
and put in 1600 hours, suffering his

only crash, damaging a Stearman in aMjanes to satisfy the

off-eeld emergency landing.

He was recalled to duty in the USAF
in 1951 for the Korean War and served
as a maintenance instructor on B-29s.
He then turned to Corporate ying,
initially with Atlantic Richeeld in
Bakerseeld putting in 2000 hours on
Twin Beechs.

But after more than 20 years, fate was
about to intervene ...

Betty still lived in Bakerseeld, found
out he was still around, both of them
single, and contacted him. It was 1962
by this time and Dean often sew into
Bakerseeld for Del Webb with Turbo
Commanders, so they started dating
again.

The story of NSBEW began in the late
1970’s when Formula One pilot and
builder Chris Schultz designed and
began building the airplane for Judy
Wagner under the direction of her
husband Dr. Les Wagner. Judy was
the !rst woman to win a Formula One
race. She won the Silver Race at Reno
in 1971 and 1974 and "ew several
Gold races in her Shoestring #44
Wagner Solution The new design, a
modi'ed Shoestring, was to be a faster
follow-on to #44. Late in the game,

Construction was !nally completed
in Portland, OR and the newly minted
race #2 "ew for the !rst time on
September 5, 1982, with Bob Drew
as pilot. Just a week later he and
partner Ron Hawes, a seasoned air
race technician, took the airplane to
Reno where they quali'ed at 214.32
and took 1st in the Silver at a speed
of 205.25. While it was an amazing
showing for a new aircraft, with a
veteran racer like Bob Drew at the
controls, it was not so surprising.

The information on the early history of
the airplane is all thanks to Bob Drew
who arrived at the 2007 air races as a
volunteer and left as a member3iy
Dog'screw. We truly count ourselves

lucky for having spent time with such
an amazing man. Bob is a former
military !ghter pilot for the U.S. Air
Force and a former civilian test pilot
for Douglas Aircraft. He competed in
Formula One air racing in more than
30 race seasons, "ying 17 different
racers between1949 and 1992.

In the ten years that Bob Drew raced
#2, it hadthree different nameshree
different wings and underwent many
other changes. In its debut at the Renc
Air Races in 1982, the aircraft raced as
Western Air Racing Specjdahe name

on the FAA registration for NSEW.

During the !rst test "ights and at
thel982 races, many signilcant
problems surfaced including "utter of
the horizontal stabilizer and cooling
problems due to the updraft system,
(later changed to downdraft) of the
cowling. To address the "utter issue
the team placed one pound of lead in
the leading edge of the outer tip of
each horizontal, in front of the spar,
thus changing the harmonic frequency
of natural vibration.

After changing from the original
Shoestring wing to a Stockbarger
wing in August of 1985, the aircraft
guali'ed for Reno at 231.22, a number
not to be bested during Drew’s
ownership. While Bob called the
Stockbarger a good "ying wing, as
proven by the quali!cation time, the
heavy wood construction made the
plane slow on take-off and race speed
did not improve as much as hoped.
The new wing was a wood spar and
ribs covered with mahogany and
Iberglass, weighing in at 160 pounds.

In 1983-1986 and 1991-1992, the
plane raced under the namuette

From late 1986 through 1988 race

#2 competed under the naifeberg
Specialin honor of its sponsor, the
Friberg Electric Co. of Portland,
Oregon, where the team was based.
The Sundowner Hotel of Reno, NV
was a co-sponsor. During this time
Bob contracted with Robbie Grove to
build him a wing and cowl system. In
May of 1988 the !rst test "ight with
the new wing was performed. The
wing, built by Grove (and still on the
aircraft today) is a composite wing

of carbon !ber and 'berglass that
weighed only 90 pounds before paint.
With this signilcant loss of weight, the
aircraft gained a few MPH in speed. It
also increased the stall speed by 3-4
MPH from the low 70’s to mid 70's.
